2/2/2 James Anthony BroadbridgeJames Anthony BroadbridgeJames Anthony BroadbridgeJames Anthony Broadbridge: Born in Leytonstone on 18 December 1941. From 
primary school, where Jimmy first met Jennifer Garnier, he gained a scholarship to 
Bancroft’s School, Woodford. Boredom with training as a Company Secretary led 
Jim to train as a primary school teacher. After completing his training, Jim married 
Jenny on 17 July 1965 they had two daughters Joanne and Ruth. A further move, so 
that Jim could take up a Deputy Headteacher post, led the family to join the 
Methodist Church at Chrishall. Jim trained as a Local Preacher and at the age of 33 
was appointed Head Teacher of a new Methodist/CofE School in Burnley. It proved 
to be a challenging appointment, but one to which Jim felt God had called him. God 
continued to call, but now to ordained ministry. With Jenny’s unfailing support he 
entered training at Wesley College, Bristol. He expected to serve as an itinerant 
circuit minister, however Jim’s participation in an Army chaplaincy course changed 
his anticipated direction. Commissioned as an Army Chaplain in August 1981, an 
operational tour to South Armagh with The Duke of Wellington’s Regiment was the 
making of Jim. During 16 years of regular service Jim served in Catterick, Cyprus, 
West Germany, Dover, Colchester, Tidworth and finally Bielefeld (Germany). In 1997 
Jim was appointed a Retired Officer chaplain, continuing at Bielefeld and then 
moving to the Defence Intelligence and Security Centre at Chicksands, 
Bedfordshire, from until 2007. His skills as a teacher, coupled with his sense of 
humour, his ability to accept differences and his love of sport made Jim a very 
effective chaplain. By living out the Army Core Values of courage, discipline, 
integrity, loyalty, selfless commitment and respect for others, Jim obeyed the call of 
God with sincerity and faith. Many have cause to be grateful for the careful way he 
exercised his ministry, not least through his struggle with lymphoma over recent 
years. Jim died on 18 April 2013, in the seventy-second year of his age and the 
thirty-sixth year of his ministry. 

Ronald 
attended King Edward VI Grammar School [as corrected by 5/21/1] in Louth. After a 
pre-collegiate year in the Spilsby Circuit he trained for ministry in Richmond College. 
He married Dorothie in 1951, the year in which they went to serve in the Ivory Coast 
District and then the Dahomey & Benin District. Ronald served in the Eglise 
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Protestante as Pasteur in the Divo circuit in Côte D’Ivoire and then as Pasteur in the 
Dabou circuit in Côte D’Ivoire. His final work overseas was as Principal of the Porto 
Novo Seminary in Benin. After returning to this country he served in the following 
circuits: Bridlington, Easingwold, later to become York (North) and Hull (West). 
Ronald Cheffings was a humble farmer’s son who followed the Lord’s calling to 
West Africa when it was still known as “The White Man’s Grave”. He regenerated 
and created an active church community in rural Yorkshire. Brought two churches 
together to build anew in Easingwold, and re-energized a suburban church in Hessle 
before retiring. Ronald was a lover of tea and chocolate, a wonderful storyteller, 
keen photographer, all held together with a ceaseless sense of humour. He was a 
committed Francophile to the very end. His funeral was held in Southampton in 
April 2013, with a later Thanksgiving Service in Lincolnshire. Ronald is survived by 
two brothers Ralph and Bryan, and his children John and Elizabeth. Well done, thou 
good and faithful servant. He is now re-united with his wife and life partner Dorothie 
Joan. He died on 28 March 2013, in the ninety-first year of his age and the sixty-
fifth year of his ministry.

Ken left school in Boroughbridge to help support his family, becoming a decorator’s 
apprentice. Ken married Mary on 27 December 1937. They had two daughters, 
Margaret and Kathleen. A Methodist from birth, Ken became a local preacher just 
before enlisting with the Yorkshire and Lancashire Regiment at the beginning of 
World War Two. When Ken was demobbed he was accepted to serve as a Home 
Missions Lay Pastor, serving first in the Aberdare Circuit in South Wales. During his 
time in Westerhope, Newcastle on Tyne, the Lay Pastor scheme ended and Ken was 
allowed to do further training to enable him to be ordained. For this reason 
Westerhope was always special to Ken, and he returned for the celebration of their 
church centenary in 2001. Ordained at Darlington Street Methodist Church, 
Wolverhampton during the 1953 Methodist Conference, he served in the following 
circuits: Holmfirth, Sunderland (North), Jarrow, Durham and Danby. Ken felt 
privileged to help organise the Big Meeting at Durham, celebrating Methodism’s 
role in the Trade Union movement. He served as an active supernumerary at 
Hatfield, Hertfordshire before retiring to Bedford in 1978. A faithful member of the 
congregation, Ken walked to worship at Priory Methodist Church until well into his 
nineties. He joined in Bible studies and preached while his health allowed. Ken is 
survived by his daughters and by Mary, who was a devoted wife and support 
throughout his ministry. He died on 29 May 2013, in the ninety-ninth year of his age 
and the sixty-first year of his ministry. 

2/2/5 Alan Warrell: Alan Warrell: Alan Warrell: Alan Warrell: Born in Streatham on 3 July 1930. He attended Tiffin Boys School 
after he had been evacuated and bombed out of several houses during  the war. He 
went to Leicester University where he read Geography, followed by a Teaching 
Diploma. Alan offered for the ordained ministry in 1954 and went to Wesley House, 
Cambridge. As a probationer, Alan spent some months at the London School of 
Oriental Languages learning Efik. In 1957 he went to Eastern Nigeria to work in 
Oyubia covering an area that included 60 churches, returning home in 1958 and 
marrying Stephanie on New Year’s Day 1959, they had 3 children. They returned to 
Nigeria for two more tours in circuit and at Oron Boys’ School returning home in 
1963. He served in the following circuits: Derby (South), Wolverhampton (Trinity), 
Tunbridge Wells (Kent College, Chaplain), Hastings, Bexhill and Rye, Dover and 
Deal, and as Chairman of the Shetland District. While in Dover he was heavily 
involved in ministry to those caught up in the Zebrugge ferry disaster and the Deal 
bombing spending many hours with those critically injured and the bereaved and 
was also Chaplain to the Youth Custody Centre, a role he found both humbling and 
rewarding. His first New Year in Shetland saw a hurricane which severely damaged 
one of the Churches but with prayer and perseverance he saw the restoration of the 
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church completed. He was a keen advocate of Methodist Evangelicals Together and 
believed firmly in the power of prayer. He was a wise counsellor and a gentle man. 
In retirement he enjoyed being near his family and especially the company of 
grandchildren and great-grandsons. His presence was greatly valued in retirement 
in the Park Road Church where he had been years before whose ministry and 
mission he still supported. With his hobbies of photography, gardening and 
philately, life remained full. He always said that God would never leave him or 
forsake him. He died after a short illness on 3 June 2013, in the eighty-third year of 
his age and the fifty-eighth of his ministry.

1. Since submitting the report on pp 406-420 of the Agenda, the directors of 
Westminster College Oxford Trust Ltd have continued to explore all the issues 
involved, and negotiations between the professional valuers acting for the trust 
company and for Oxford Brookes University (OBU) have moved forward 
constructively. 

2. This work has confirmed the directors in the view that the grant of a 99 year 
lease (or, possibly, the extension of the existing lease on varied terms for a further 
99 years, if they were advised that that would be legally preferable) offers the 
greatest benefit in fulfilling the purposes of the trust, by building upon the current 
positive relationships whilst offering much greater clarity and flexibility for the 
future.   

3. Throughout this process the directors continue to be mindful that ultimately 
any such transaction would have to comply with the relevant requirements of the 
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Charities Act 2011, including the requirement to show that, in the context of 
fulfilling the trust purposes, the financial outcome is the best that is reasonably 
obtainable.  What follows must be read against that background.  

4. Negotiations are continuing and it is not possible to offer figures at this stage.  
It is, however, possible to set out the main features of what is proposed.   

5. From a date to be agreed, the trust company would grant to OBU a new lease 
(or an extension of the existing lease).   The significant provisions of this lease or 
extension would be these:  

• The lease or extension would be for 99 years 

• OBU would retain their existing full repairing and insuring obligations 

• The permitted use would be use in accordance with the educational 
purposes currently specified by the Declaration of Trust  

• A commercially negotiated rent (rather than the current subvention for 
certain activities) would be payable subject to agreed mechanisms for 
periodic review 

• There would be no break clauses 

• The lease would be within the security of tenure provisions of the Landlord 
and Tenant Act 1954 Part II, enabling the tenant to obtain a renewal at the 
end of the lease, subject to the landlord’s rights to refuse a renewal on 
specified statutory grounds (which include circumstances where the landlord 
wishes to occupy the premises or intends to redevelop). 

6. It is anticipated that the rent payable would initially be at a level which would 
enable the trust company to enter into a separate agreement with OBU for the trust 
to fund a large proportion of the activities currently associated with the subvention 
made by OBU (as outlined in the earlier report).  This agreement would be 
renegotiable from time to time, to enable greater flexibility in what is funded  by the 
trust – which might be either at OBU or elsewhere, as the trust purposes are not 
restricted geographically (see paragraph 8 of the report on p407 of the Agenda).  

7. The grant of the new lease (or extension) on the proposed terms is expected 
to have the effect that the values both of the trust company’s freehold interest 
subject to the new lease and of OBU’s new leasehold interest will be greater than 
the value of their respective current interests.  This ‘marriage value’ would be 
shared and, as the increase to OBU is expected to be the greater, a cash sum would 
be paid to the trust company. 

8. The material benefits to the trust company, in fulfilling the purposes of the 
Methodist Church as expressed in the Declaration of Trust in this way, would 
therefore be that: 

a) the trust company would receive an annual income in the form of rent 
which would offer legal certainty, and flexibility in how it might be spent; 

b) there would be a one-off cash payment by OBU, to be invested for the 
purposes of the trust; 
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c) the freehold interest would be retained by the trust company and 
because the property would now be producing an income yield (through the 
annual rent) this reversionary interest would be a much more commercially 
saleable asset if the trust company, with the consent of the Conference, were 
to decide at a later date to sell.  This renders the loss of the break clauses 
much less significant.   

9. The resolution proposed below would enable negotiations to move forward on 
the basis that the Conference has given its consent in principle to the grant of the 
lease, but subject always to the final approval of the Methodist Council in due 
course to the details including the financial arrangements.

If this Notice of Motion is adopted and resolution 24/4(a) defeated this would have 
the impact of reducing the income to the MCF by £30k per annum. The budget 
paper in paragraph 20 reminds the Conference that this additional charge reflects 
the Church’s desire to continue to develop and deepen relationships with partners 
worldwide. Removing this additional 1% would either increase the size of the 
proposed budgeted deficit in 2013/14 from £169k to £199k or would require 
commensurate savings to be made, particularly as it would be a recurring reduction 
in income over the three years of the budget.

It is not for the Committee to comment on the matter of Inter-faith policy and 
strategy mentioned in Notice of Motion 210, however, part b) requests that the 
Conference allocates £70k to fund the work of Touchstone, Bradford. The 
Committee therefore makes the following observations:- 

i. The Notice of Motion refers to “the non renewal of Connexional grant funding”. 
The CFC’s understanding is that Touchstone was awarded a Connexional 
grant in 2008 for £448,000 spread over four years; the last payment being 
made in the 2012/13 year. The Connexional Grants Committee (CGC) had 
liaised with Touchstone management over the last two years, stressing 
throughout that further funding could not be guaranteed, particularly at the 
same level. A new application was made for a further £510k spread over five 
years from 2013/14 and this was not approved by the CGC. Any mention of 
“renewal” is slightly misleading. 

ii. The Committee recognises that the CGC has been appointed to scrutinise 
applications and take difficult decisions on behalf of the whole connexion. It 
feels that for the Conference to allocate funding to any project that has not 
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been successful in obtaining connexional funding through the appropriate 
channels sets a dangerous precedent. 

iii. Accepting this Notice of Motion would increase the MCF deficit by £70k in 
2013/14, but not affect subsequent years.

1.  In paragraph 27 of their report, the Trustees of Wesley House (Agenda p.364) 
explained that when the Conference met it would be informed of the current 
position relating to the Trustees’ proposed application to the Charity Commission 
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for a scheme to amend the provisions of the Trust Deed in the light of the decisions 
of the Conference of 2012 on the Fruitful Field.  This addition to the report gives 
that information. 

 
2. As the report explains, the Trustees are under a legal duty to make such an 
application; the power of amendment contained in the Trust Deed (which requires 
the consent of the Conference) cannot be used because it does not permit 
amendments which would alter the objects of the trust.  Although the consent of the 
Conference to the application for a scheme is not required, it is right that the 
Conference should be consulted in relation to the proposed scheme, bearing in 
mind the long and close links between Wesley House and the Conference and the 
Trustees’ proposals for maintaining those links. 

 
3. After the report had been written, the Trustees received a letter written on 
behalf of the Fruitful Field Implementation Executive stating that legal advice had 
been received by the Executive which gave a different view of what amendments to 
the Trust Deed were likely to be acceptable to the Charity Commission.  In 
particular, the advice was to the effect that the Charity Commission would be more 
likely to favour the removal of the present geographical restriction.  At the same 
time, the Implementation Executive recognised the importance in the original gift of 
a presence in Cambridge and encouraged a period of dialogue between the 
Implementation Executive and the Trustees.  

 
4. Following receipt of that letter, the Trustees took further legal advice from 
their solicitors, who reconsidered the issue of the founder’s intention, but in the 
event remained of their original view that the form of amendment which would 
come nearest to reflecting his intention was not the removal of the geographical 
restriction but the expansion of the class of potential recipients of theological and 
pastoral education in an institution offering access to the benefits of university life 
in the precincts of the University of Cambridge.  (See paragraphs 10 and 11 of the 
main report for the original advice given by the Trustees’ solicitors as to the 
Trustees’ duties and the purposes of the Trust Deed.)  It is significant, in this regard, 
that the references to Cambridge are not purely “geographical” (as would be the 
case, for example, for a charity established to benefit residents of a particular local 
area), but are instead primarily educational.   

 
5. The Trustees’ solicitors further advised that since there was a difference of 
legal views, including legal views as to the likely response of the Charity 
Commission, the practical way forward was to approach the Commission with a 
draft scheme and to seek its views.  That advice was given bearing in mind that not 
only is it for the Trustees to apply for a scheme, but also it is their duty to apply for 
the cy-près scheme which they think is appropriate in the light of Wesley House’s 
current circumstances and the legal advice they have received.  (As explained in 
paragraph 10 of the main report, a cy-près scheme is one which comes as near as 
possible to the original purposes in the new circumstances which have arisen.) The 
Trustees accepted that advice and have therefore approached the Charity 
Commission with a draft scheme based on the principles set out in the main report, 
while making clear that this is not yet the formal application.  Unfortunately, the 
timescales involved have meant that no response has yet been received from the 
Charity Commission and it is not expected that there will be a response before the 
business comes before the Conference. 
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6. At the same time, the Trustees have engaged in dialogue with the 
Implementation Executive with a view to exploring the basis of its concerns and 
coming to a better understanding.  The Trustees have not seen the full legal advice 
given to the Implementation Executive or the instructions which precipitated it, but 
have raised a number of concerns in relation to it in the light of the summary they 
have been given, including concerns as to the documentary and factual basis on 
which the advice was sought and given.  Several of those points at present remain 
unanswered and it is hoped that further progress may be made when the basis of 
the advice on both sides is better understood. 

 
 7. Representatives of the Trustees have also held a meeting with 

representatives of the Implementation Executive.  The Trustees’ representatives 
were encouraged to hear that the Implementation Executive is sympathetic to the 
Trustees’ retaining a physical presence in Cambridge, maintaining a link with the 
Cambridge Theological Federation, continuing to offer access to scholarship and 
research in the University of Cambridge and realising trust assets to enable them to 
do so.  A particular concern of the Implementation Executive was the Trustees’ 
decision that the retained presence should be on the present site of Wesley House 
in Jesus Lane.  The Trustees were able to offer reassurances as to the processes 
which underpinned that decision and the quality of professional advice on which it 
was based, as well as to dispel some misunderstandings about the Trustees’ 
business plan.  It appears, therefore, that there is common ground, even allowing 
for the different legal advice which has been received.  The Trustees remain willing 
to engage in further discussions with representatives of the Methodist Council, the 
Ministries Committee or other appropriate body (following the establishment of the 
Network) in relation to the business plan as well as on the legal issues. 

 
8. The Trustees assure the Conference, as they assured the Implementation 
Executive, that they are well aware of their obligations to comply with the relevant 
requirements of the Charities Act 2011, including the obligation to obtain the best 
price reasonably obtainable on the disposition of any interest in land and are acting 
in accordance with professional advice in their exploration of possible transactions.  
That advice has included consideration of the possibility of a move to a different 
site, but the Trustees have been advised that such a move would be detrimental to 
the present proposals. 

 
9. It would clearly be inappropriate to ask the Conference to decide between 
different sets of legal advice, neither of which is before the Conference in any detail.  
In any event it would remain the duty of the Trustees to act in the light of the legal 
advice provided to them, so that such a decision would not in fact achieve a 
resolution.  Instead, the Trustees hope that through their approach to the Charity 
Commission and the continuing discussions envisaged in the previous paragraphs 
the current uncertainties may be resolved.  In addition, the Trustees need to 
establish the new terms of their trusts as soon as possible, given that after the end 
of the connexional year 2013 to 2014 there will be no further candidates for 
ordination at Wesley House.  In those circumstances, it appears to the Trustees that 
it would be helpful for the Conference, having had the opportunity to consider the 
present report, to delegate to the Council its formal response to consultation on the 
proposed scheme, either in its present form or in any variant which may emerge 
through the processes outlined above, if the Conference is willing to do so.  

 

 10. It appears that both the Trustees and the Implementation Executive take the 
view that it is likely that in order to give effect to any scheme the whole or part of 
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the present Wesley House site will be sold, although the Trustees’ proposals 
envisage that if the whole of the site is sold there will be a leaseback of part of it.  It 
would therefore be helpful in any event if the Conference were willing to approve in 
principle a disposition of the whole or part of the site, while again delegating to the 
Methodist Council the exercise of its formal power, as further explained in 
paragraphs 28 and 29 of the main report.

Only a few years ago, the Methodist Church was projecting that there will soon be 
insufficient presbyters to fill the stations. Now there appears to be a radical shift, 
with many circuits appearing to be reducing the number of presbyteral and diaconal 
appointments, and the possibility that in years to come there may be more 
presbyters and deacons available than there are stations to be filled. There may 
well be a complex range of issues that have given rise to this situation including 
finance, reshaping for mission, and an increase in the number of circuits employing 
lay people. 

This complex picture requires further investigation including our current policy in 
relation to candidating for ministry. The Conference therefore directs the Methodist 
Council to appoint a working party to explore these and all relevant issues, to 
present an interim report to the Conference of 2014 and a final report to the 
Conference of 2015.

Recognising that there are still parts of church life where women are under-
represented, the Conference notes and welcomes work underway at Southlands 
College and within the Connexional Leaders’ Forum to explore issues relating to 
women in leadership within the Church.

The Conference welcomes the liaison taking place among UK churches as they seek 
to respond to the calls by the Church of Bangladesh for action and affirms the steps 
being taken to partner the Church of Bangladesh in its advocacy and help for 
garment workers. 

The Conference also notes the establishment of the international Accord on Fire 
and Building Safety in Bangladesh which now has the support of a large number of 
retailers and hopes that this initiative becomes an effective tool to encourage 
significant and widespread improvements in the working conditions of garment 
workers. 

The Conference therefore invites Methodist members and friends to join in acts of 
solidarity by using material to be launched by the UK Churches’ Bangladesh Group 
in September to: 

• Learn about the situation for workers in Bangladesh 
• Pray for the Church and its work with those injured, exploited and unemployed 
• On buying a garment, write to the retailer asking questions about conditions 

for garment workers in the manufacturer’s factory.

The One Mission Statement contained within the report of the Methodist Missionary 
Society Working Party on pp433-434 of the agenda calls us to encourage and 
participate in networks of Church to Church relationships. Included in the list of how 
we have committed ourselves to do this is: “facilitating encounters between people 
across denominational, national and cultural boundaries that enrich the Church at 
every level.”  

Two of the enriched ways in which this happens is through the ministry of those who 
seek for a period of time to serve the Methodist Church in Britain as presbyters and 
deacons and through those from other Connexions and denominations who seek to 
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transfer from their own churches to be in Full Connexion with the Methodist Church 
in Britain. At best their ministry is well received, the gifts and insights they bring are 
well offered and used and there is enrichment of the mission and ministry of both 
sending church and receiving church through the encounter. At worst much pain 
can be caused through a lack of common understanding of what is expected of 
those who seek to serve in such a way, through inadequate induction and training 
for both ministry and circuit and through a lack of clear understanding of the 
processes which are used to make recommendations to the Conference about that 
ministry and potential extensions to such ministry.  

In addition the categories of ministry currently only allow for medium or long term 
ministry within our church and increasingly ministers of other Methodist churches 
find themselves in Britain for shorter periods whilst undertaking study or following 
spouses who have been sent on short term contracts.  

There is both an urgent task of ensuring processes are well known and understood 
by all involved and a longer term, but none the less urgent task of reviewing the 
expectations of and possibilities for such ministry and ensuring adequate training 
and induction. 

1. The Conference directs the Ministries Committee in consultation with the 
Methodist Council to: 

a. review the literature and processes for presbyters and deacons who 
seek to serve the Methodist Church in Britain for a period of time or seek 
to be received into Full Connexion to ensure that they are both in 
keeping with our existing Standing Orders   

b. ensure that any revised literature is circulated to all who are currently 
serving as Recognised and Regarded together with those who are 
looking to do so from 2015 onwards. 

c. review the induction and training offered to ministers of other churches 
and denominations who seek to serve the Methodist Church in Britain 
and to circuits who receive such ministers and to ensure that from 2015 
adequate training and induction is available for all ministers and circuits.   

2. The Conference directs the Ministries Committee in consultation with the Faith 
and Order Committee and Law and Polity Committee to:

When the Methodist Youth Conference was replaced by the Methodist Youth 
Assembly (now the Methodist Children and Youth Assembly), the rules of procedure 
formerly used by the Youth Conference were no longer appropriate. The Assembly 
developed its own ways of working, which, as anticipated, have continued to 
develop over time. The Assembly rightly views it as important to continue a way of 
working which evolves dynamically and is not constricted by overly complex 
procedures. 

The organisers of the Assembly have recognised the importance of members of the 
Assembly being fully aware of how the Assembly works and are already working to 
provide more explanatory material for members this year. It however remains the 
case that there are not currently written rules of procedure for the Assembly. These 
are needed, at a minimum, to provide procedures for the elections specified in SO 
250(10)-(12). 

Additionally, currently all ministerial members of the Conference are automatically 
members of their District Synods, as are all lay people elected by their District, lay 
Conference-elected representatives and all past Vice-Presidents. Therefore the vast 
majority of Conference members are members of their District Synods, the 
exceptions being lay representatives of Connexional bodies, principally the 
Methodist Children and Youth Assembly and those appointed to represent concerns 
of racial justice (two of whom must be under 26), and potentially any lay officers of 
the Conference or the Methodist Council (though these members frequently hold 
other qualifications for Synod membership). It would appear to benefit both the 
Conference and District Synods for these members of Conference to be members of 
their Synod in the same way as the rest of the members of Conference are. A simple 
amendment to Standing Orders is offered to cover most cases for the next year 
whilst the Law and Polity Committee is asked to examine how best to enact this 
change in Standing Orders for the long term. 

The Conference therefore  

a) affirms the principle of the Methodist Children and Youth Assembly 
regulating its own procedures and notes that it has the power to do 
so as laid out in SO250(13); 

b) affirms the principle of the Assembly keeping its procedures under 
constant review and encourages it to adopt procedures which are 
simple to amend; 

c) reminds the Assembly that procedures are necessary to enable the 
Youth President, Youth Assembly representatives to the 
Conference and representatives to the Methodist Council to be 
elected in accordance with SO250(10)-(12); 

d) recognises that the Assembly has the power to decide the ages of 
those of its members who may represent the Assembly at the 
Conference and the ages of those who may vote on resolutions 
sent by the Assembly to the Conference, but reminds the Assembly 
that these opportunities may not be denied to members of the 
Assembly on the basis of age unless the Assembly itself has 
agreed this as part of its procedures; 
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e) notes that the Assembly has not found it feasible to implement its 
responsibility under SO410(1)(viii) to appoint two young people to 
each District Synod and directs the Law and Polity Committee to 
consider this issue, in consultation with the Youth President’s

The Conference thanks the Liverpool Synod for its memorial. The memorial 
raises difficult questions about what is public and what is private, and the 
rights over what lies in between. The recent disclosures about the use of 
PRISM, covered widely in the international press, and which implicated social 
media platforms and governments alike, make the issues outlined in the 
memorial even more pressing. 

The growth of social media, internet transactions and the use of mobile 
technologies means that there are massive amounts of data available which 
can help build up a detailed picture of a person’s behaviours, locations, 
activities and preferences. There are concerns, such as those expressed in 
this memorial, that such data may be used by government or private 
companies to infringe the privacy of individuals. 

It is important for individuals to recognise that once they have an online 
presence, they will create a significant amount of data about themselves. 
Some of this can be restricted by an active use of privacy settings; much of it 
is hard to avoid. 

Many people will feel uncomfortable about having personal data freely 
available, and particularly if such data may be mined and exploited by 
commercial organisations. While the use of such data does fall under the Data 
Protection Act and other legislation, it is clear that in the age of Big Data and 
while the government remains uncertain about whether to create new 
legislation covering this issue, the situation is extremely complex. 

It is clear that the Connexional Team would need to develop a wide body of 
knowledge and experience to respond directly to this memorial, necessarily 
entailing a disproportionate use of time and resources, which should be used 
to greater effect on other issues. However, the Conference notes that there 
are good Methodist links with the CODEC research team at St John's College, 
Durham University. CODEC's remit is to explore Christianity within the digital 
age and issues related to theology in the digital age. The Conference therefore 
directs the Methodist Council to address the concerns raised in the memorial 
by inviting CODEC to work with the Connexional Team to produce a report, 
drawing on academic, ecumenical, governmental and digital industry links, to 
provide further guidance for the Church on these matters.
