Buildings Advisory Committee (LBAC), Amenity Societies and Statutory Bodies).

Managing Trustees (MT) contact
Connexional Conservation Officer
(CCO) for pre-application
discussion.

Send all plans, supporting
information and photographs to
CCo

CCO sends acknowledgement, site
notice and newspaper article
details to MT for action.

CCO issues Listed Building Consent
(S.98) once general support is
offered by all consultees (all
representations are treated

equally)

CCO inputs conservation
authorisation to project.

MT appoint conservation
accredited architect and raise
project

Modify plans following
consultation ready for formal
submission to CCO

CCO carries out consultation with
statutory bodies and amenity
societies

Plans modified if necessary and
copied to CCO, who presents these
again to the LBAC if necessary.

MT seek Final Consent from
District and discharges any
conditions

MT complete Statement of
Significance and Need

MT develop proposals for
consultation with stakeholders
including CCO

CCO presents all representations
and proposal to LBAC (whose role
it is to advise the CCO - they are
not a decision making body)

All representations sent to MT &
professional advisor
