OBITUARIES
The Conference adopted the Obituaries as printed and circulated to the Conference,

in the Obituary for Edward Sainsbury, deleting the list of circuits in which he
served and substituting the following: ‘Grays, Barrow-in-Furness, Keswick &
Cockermouth, Manchester & Salford Mission, Burnley, Hoylake & West Kirby,
Fleetwood, retiring to Leamington in 1985’,

and the following Obituaries,

directing that, if the list of circuits in which The Revd Roger Geoffrey Moore
served is incorrect, the Secretary of the Conference be authorized to amend it
before the Obituary is published in the Minutes of the Conference.

FRANK WILLIAM COOKE Born in Cooling, Rochester on 5 January 1928. He served
in the following circuits: Frome & Shepton Mallet, West Bromwich, Coventry,
Sleaford, Cradley Heath, Dudley & Netherton, and Mid-Lincolnshire. Frank died on
31 May 2011 in the eighty-fourth year of his age and the forty-sixth year of his
ministry. At his own request there is no further obituary.

ROGER GEOFFREY MOORE Born in Lyndhurst, Hampshire on 20 June 1945. He
trained as a history teacher and later taught in a Primary School in West Bromwich
which is where, at a church youth group, he met Margaret and they were married in
1969. Their two daughters Becki and Teresa were both born in Birmingham and
family life was important to him as he began itinerant ministry in 1977. He served in
the following circuits: Accrington & Haslingden, Dudley, Skelmersdale, York (South),
Leigh & Hindley and Lancaster. Throughout his ministry Roger had a deep
commitment to being alongside young people. He and the family went on many
Boys’ Brigade camps whilst in Dudley and in almost every circuit he was active in
church plays and musicals, seeing this as a way for those on the edge of church to
become more involved. Roger was always willing to try new things in worship and
encouraging the churches under his care to reach out and discover fresh ways of
challenging people with the gospel of Christ. He was passionate for a fairer world
and whilst in Accrington he walked the Pennine Way to raise funds for Christian Aid.
This was the beginning of a love of walking and many a time he would need to ring
Margaret for a lift back from the middle of nowhere! Throughout his ministry Roger
walked alongside many people who found they could talk to him about their life and
faith. This caring grew out of his own experiences of brokenness as Roger’'s two
brothers both died tragic deaths. When he arrived in Lancaster there were concerns
over his health and he retired early in 2007. He settled into life in the Morecambe &
Heysham Circuit where he responded to a real need in September 2011 to work
part-time. Roger gave himself fully to this work and despite worsening health he was
determined to serve his God with humour and deep pastoral care. He died on 16
May 2011 in the sixty-sixth year of his age and the thirty-seventh year of his
ministry.

LESLIE EDWARD WYATT Born in Liverpool, on 31 October 1925. He served in the
following circuits: Barnstable, Durham, Leeds (Richmond Hill), Stockton, Stockport,
Romiley and Middlesbrough & Eston. He retired with his wife Joyce to Burley in
Wharfedale in the Otley and Aireborough Circuit where they both continued to be

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very active in the life of the local church. Leslie was a man of great faith and strong
convictions who was dearly loved by his family, friends and colleagues. Throughout
his years in ministry he was valued as a great encourager of others whilst being
typically modest about his own attributes and gifts. He was a wise and reflective
Christian and frequently recorded his words, thoughts, poems and prayers in his
own personal journals. This wisdom was resourced by his voracious appetite for
reading that was sustained throughout the whole of his life. He died on the 11 April
2011, in the eighty-sixth year of his age and the fifty-sixth year of his ministry.

REPORT OF THE MINISTERIAL SESSION CONFERENCE BUSINESS COMMITTEE

1. The Ministerial Session proceeds for much of its business by way of
conversation. Under Clause 23(m) of the Deed of Union the Ministerial Session may
discuss any subject in the Agenda of the Representative or any subject within the
jurisdiction of the Conference and communicate its views thereon to the
Representative Session by resolution or otherwise.

2. It is judged that there is only one item of business this year that counts as
shared business between the Ministerial Session and the Representative Session in
the terms of Clause 24(c) of the Deed of Union [ie the business affects the
procedure of the Ministerial Session of the Conference or the continuation,
composition, functions or procedure of the Ministerial Session of the Synods]. That
item is the matter of the membership of the Business Committee set out below as
resolution M1/2.

3. The Business Committee has discussed how we might best confer together
about our presbyteral vocation, identity and practice. Time in the order of business
has been allocated for this, and there will be some discussions in small groups. The
hall will be set out in café style for some of the time.

4. Members of the Ministerial Session of the Conference may submit Notices of
Motion for the Conference to consider (see below for the procedures). They may
also ask that the Session be able to confer from a presbyteral perspective about
particular items in the published Agenda of the Conference. All such requests will
be considered by the Business Committee and time found for them where possible.

Copies of these can be found on the Methodist Church Conference website Some
hard copies of the JIC report are available from the Assistant Secretary of the
Conference.

5. The Ministerial Session of the Conference will meet in closed session from
17.45 until the adjournment on Thursday and from 9.30 to 11.00 on Friday.

The Ministerial Session defines by resolution who may normally be present at
closed sessions. Attendance when it sits as a court of appeal is governed by
Standing Order 1145(7).

The Conference is reminded of a distinction made in Section G of the Law and Polity
Committee report to the 2008 Conference entitled Attendance at the Closed
Session of the Ministerial Session of the Conference. There is a difference between
the Conference’s conferring on general questions of policy and principle on the one
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hand, and its decision-making on particular cases to do with identifiable individuals
on the other. Because of the need for confidentiality and for other legal reasons, the
latter need to be dealt with in closed session, and only those who will bear the
responsibility for the decisions that are made should hear or otherwise receive the
information about the cases concerned.This means that those ministers
(presbyters) who are not members of the Representative Session of the Conference
but are attending the Ministerial Session of the Conference with the permission of a
Ministerial Session of a Synod and at their own expense are not able to be present
in the closed sessions of the Ministerial Session of the Conference: in other words,
they do not participate in the decision-making in those closed sessions, nor do they
hear the information that is shared within them.

At an appropriate point Resolution 63/3 (Agenda page 784) will therefore be
moved.

6. Details about candidates, probationers, those proposed for transfer and other
permissions and authorisations will be made available to members of the
Conference in the Closed Session on Thursday.

8.  Notices of Motion

8.1 Standing Order 132 reads as follows.

132 Notices of Motion.

(1) Any two members may upon notice of motion complying with this Standing
Order bring before the Conference any lawful resolution within the competence of

the Conference.

(1A) Every notice of motion shall be handed to the Secretary in written form and
signed by the following persons:

(i)  where the proposal is to amend a resolution and those responsible for
presenting that business to the Conference are prepared to accept it, the
proposer and seconder of the motion;

(if) where such a proposal to amend is not accepted by those responsible, the
proposer and seconder and four other persons;

(iii) in all other cases, the proposer and seconder and eight other persons.
(2) Only on matters of urgency, so judged by the President, shall notices of motion
in the Representative Session be accepted after lunch time on the fourth day of the

session, except that a notice of motion proposing to amend a resolution circulated
or materially altered on or after the first day of the session shall be accepted if

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lodged before the close of business on the day before the resolution is to be dealt
with.

(3) Resolutions arising from notices of motion shall not without the leave of the
Conference be moved until they have been printed and circulated.

8.2 With regard to the number of signatories required for a Notice of Motion that
proposes to amend a resolution or otherwise relate to business in the Agenda,
those proposing a Notice of Motion should consult with those presenting the
business to ascertain whether the Notice of Motion will be accepted or not, and
should seek out the appropriate number of signatories in the light of the outcome of
those consultations. The Notice of Motion should be handed in as soon as possible.
It may be handed in signed just by a proposer and seconder in the first instance,
and further signatories added if required by the time that the item is taken in the
business of the session.

9. Membership of the Business Committee of the Ministerial Session of the
Conference

9.1 The Business Committee of the Ministerial Session of the Conference has
considered the provisions for its membership. It recognises a need to ensure that
the Ministerial Session is not divorced from the business of the Representative
Session, but also a need to guard the autonomy of the Ministerial Session and the
contribution to its life and conferring of those who are given permission by the
Synods to attend at their own expense.

9.2 The Business Committee therefore proposes that in addition to the ex officio
members, its membership consist of those ministers elected to be members of the
Business Committee of the Representative Session (currently a maximum of three)
plus two members elected by the Ministerial Session. A resolution to this effect can
be found at M1/2 below.

Paragraph 4.1 of the Ecumenical Report to the Conference of 2011 [ltem 60
in Volume 3 of the Agenda] noted that the interim report of the Joint
Implementation Commission (JIC) under the Covenant between the Methodist
Church of Great Britain and the Church of England entitled Moving Forward in
Covenant is published separately but as a part of this Agenda. That report had
to be written and go to press before the meeting of the JIC on 8 June 2011. At
that meeting it was agreed that an additional report should be written to
introduce the report to the Conference and the General Synod of the Church
of England respectively. The first section below is the result, and reflects what
is being presented to the Synod. In the light of it Resolution 60/3 will be
withdrawn, and replaced by Resolution 60A/2 below. The following two later
sections introduce some recommendations supported by the Methodist
Council which relate not just to the proposals of the JIC but to other
ecumenical situations.

Introduction to Moving Forward in Covenant

2.

The Joint Implementation Commission (JIC) was set up by the General Synod
[as corrected by 8/55/1] and the Methodist Conference when they endorsed the
Covenant proposals in 2003. The first phase of the JIC came to an end in July
2008 when the JIC delivered its quinquennial report Embracing the Covenant.
JIC2 was set up by the Conference and the Synod in July 2008. JIC2 is
required to make its quinquennial report in July 2013. As in the previous
quinguennium, the JIC is making an interim report to both bodies.

Moving Forward in Covenant looks back to the origins of the Methodist
movement within the Church of England, as an aspect of the Evangelical
Revival. It recapitulates why the Covenant was needed and what it has
achieved. It notes some causes for concern in the implementation of the
Covenant, including ecumenical inertia in some parts of both churches. The
report summarises the proposals in Embracing the Covenant. The report then
majors on two constructive areas of mutual engagement: the Diaconate and
local unity in mission. It summarises the results of a joint consultation,
sponsored by the JIC, on diaconal ministry, noting areas of convergence.

Finally, it sets out proposals for Covenanted Partnerships in Extended Areas.
These are designed to facilitate shared ministry and mission in an extended
area, wider than a Parish or local Methodist Church, where that is desired and
diocesan bishops and the relevant authorities in the Methodist Church give
permission. In principle, the extended area could be as wide as a Diocese or
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District, though the report recognises that not all Parishes, local Methodist
Churches or Circuits may wish to participate at a given time.

These proposals do not of themselves produce the sort of interchangeability
of ministries that would accompany a united Church with a single system of
governance and oversight. The phrase ‘interchangeability of ministries’ usually
refers to a situation in which the ordained ministers of one Church are eligible
to be appointed to ministerial offices in the other without undergoing re-
ordination. The canonical norm for the Church of England is that the
sacraments are celebrated and the cure of souls exercised by an episcopally
ordained priest. That norm is upheld in all the ecumenical work undertaken
under the aegis of the Church of England’s Council for Christian Unity.
However the Ecumenical Canons of the Church of England, and certain
ecumenical agreements that the Church of England has made with churches
that are not episcopally ordered, provide exceptionally for there to be shared
(not interchangeable) ordained ministry in some situations. This provision
applies where there is theological convergence and in the context of the
journey that the Churches concerned are making together towards full visible
communion. The proposals in the JIC report build on this provision. The
Anglican-Methodist Covenant is an example of an agreement that the Church
of England has made with a Church that is not episcopally ordered, and these
proposals are made under Canon B44 which is one of the Ecumenical
Canons.

The JIC is putting forward this initiative under its mandate from the General
Synod and the Methodist Conference ‘to monitor and promote the
implementation of the Covenant’. It now offers its proposals for consultation
with appropriate bodies in both churches, as part of a process of discernment
and reception.

The Interim Report will be debated by the Methodist Conference and the
General Synod in July 2011. The respective resolutions to “receive” and to
“take note of” the Report are effectively equivalent to each other. The Faith
and Order Commission in the Church of England has not yet had an
opportunity to consider the proposals in the Interim Report but it has already
been decided that it will do so in the autumn, as will the full College of
Bishops. In accordance with the practices of the Methodist Church, the
Conference is asked to direct the Faith and Order Committee and the
Methodist Council to consider the proposals and the other matters raised in
the report. To that end a revised version of Resolution 60/3. is offered below
to replace the one set out in Volume 3 of the Agenda. The views of all these
bodies, together with those expressed in the debates in the Synod and the
Conference, will inform the JIC’s further reflection on the subject in preparing
its quinguennial report.

Standing Orders concerning Ecumenical Partnerships

8.

Some circuits and districts have already sought to create local expressions of
the Covenant with the Church of England or establish other partnerships with
partner Churches in their area. It is interesting to note that, as indicated in
Moving Forward in Covenant, such a step is already being sought by the
relevant authorities of the Church of England, the Methodist Church and the
United Reformed Church in the geographic area of Cumbria.

The Methodist Church is engaged in a growing number of different types of
ecumenical partnership in the various parts of the Connexion with a variety of
other Churches. Some rough categories for those partnerships can be defined
as follows:

) Church to Church (i.e. denominational) partnerships;

) district-wide or other regional embodiments of (a);

) other district-wide or regional partnerships;

) circuit-wide or other partnerships involving a number of local Methodist
churches;

(e) formal Local Ecumenical Partnerships [of which there are a number of

sub-types, and which normally have detailed constitutions].

In each case it is important to establish who in the Methodist Church needs to
know about the partnership; who needs to approve the form of the
partnership; and who in the Methodist Church in Britain is committed to what
in the partnership. This has not always proved easy. There are varying levels of
authority or permission for the different types of partnership in the
foundational documents of the Church, Standing Orders, and Resolutions of
the Conference. Irrespective of whether regulation of them is a good thing or
bad thing, there are varying levels of regulation. There are varying levels of
connectedness [i.e. “connexion”] between the varying partnerships; and it is
not always completely clear who in the Methodist Church in Britain is
committed to what within them.

It is important that (without becoming over-regulatory or too bureaucratic)
clarity is sought about these matters as steps are taken to implement the
Ecumenical Vision Statement adopted by the Conference of 2009, with its
encouragement to live in and develop ecumenical partnerships. It is also
important to ensure that any such partnerships are not suffocated by
additional bureaucracy, whilst at the same time ensuring that they are
‘connexional’ in the sense of being coherent across the whole of the
Connexion. At the moment, Standing Orders only provide for local ecumenical
partnerships (LEPs) and require that each of them has a full-blown
constitution that is vetted and approved at both district and connexional levels
of the Church [eg Standing Orders 334, 412 and 434]. The underlying model
seems to be that of a single congregation LEP, which by its very nature
requires a formal and detailed constitution.

The Methodist Council has therefore recommended that some minor
amendments need to be made to Standing Orders to enable extended
covenanted partnerships or other types of partnership over extended areas to
be formed to facilitate the sharing of mission and ministry without the need
for additional constitutions or extended vetting procedures. A resolution to this
effect is set out below.

Standing Orders concerning the authorisation of ministers of other Churches

other Churches to be recognised and regarded as admitted into full connexion
with the Conference, or authorised to serve the Methodist Church as a
presbyter or deacon, or granted the status of associate presbyter or deacon.

Paragraphs 92-96 of the report Moving Forward in Covenant make
suggestions of ways in which those provisions could be further clarified and
developed so that where the Conference is in a close partnership with the
equivalent authorities of another Church, and that partnership is then
embodied in some local expression of it, such as a Covenanted Partnership in
an Extended Area or a United Area of the Methodist and United reformed
Churches, presbyters and deacons of the other Church should automatically
be granted an appropriate status and authorisation without the need for the
detailed vetting of individual applications by a number of different bodies.

It is also proposed that it be made possible for those granted the status of
associate presbyter and deacon to be authorised to serve as Associate
Superintendents or Chairs of District. As Associate Superintendents and
Associate Chairs they would not have responsibility for or control over
Methodist resources or governance bodies, which would remain autonomous.
However they would be able to co-discern, co-decide and co-deploy the
resources of their own Church and co-fulfil their own responsibilities together
with the Methodist Superintendent and Chair.

The Methodist Council concluded that, if viable, such developments would be
of benefit in many ecumenical situations. It has therefore recommended that
the Conference commission the necessary explorations of the issues with a
view to any resulting proposals being brought to a future Conference. A
resolution to that effect is set out below.

The Conference adopted the following as Resolution 60A/1:

The Conference receives the Supplementary Report.

The Conference adopted the following as Resolution 60A/2:

The Conference receives the Interim Report of the Joint Implementation
Commission entitled “Moving Forward in Covenant”, commends it for study
and directs the Faith and Order Committee and the Methodist Council to
consider the issues raised in it.

The Conference adopted the following as Resolution 60A/3:

The Conference adopts the recommendations in paragraphs 8-12 of the
Supplementary Ecumenical Report and amends Standing Orders as follows:

334 Local Ecumenical Development.

(1) The Methodist Council shall annually appoint representatives to the
Methodist-Anglican Panel for Unity in Mission, or such successor
ecumenical body as the council shall from time to time designate, to
exercise the functions specified in this Standing Order. They shall include
a member of the Connexional Team, designated as the ecumenical
officer of the Methodist Church.

(2) The Methodist representatives to the Panel shall act on behalf of the
Methodist Council in performing the following functions:

()  keeping under review the development of local ecumenical
relationships in Britain and advising the Connexional Team
accordingly;
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(i)  providing guidelines for use of the Synods in establishing
ecumenical partnerships in extended areas that do not require
shared governance and in designating local ecumenical
partnerships and other local schemes involving constitutions for
shared churches, and monitoring their operation and, through the
ecumenical officer, receiving and scrutinising all proposals for new
schemes;

(iii)  offering advice in new or difficult situations.

By virtue of section 1, sub-sections (4) and (10) of the Sharing of Church

Buildings Act 1969, the consent of the ecumenical officer shall be

required for the making or amendment of any sharing agreement under

that Act or any legislation amending or replacing it. Where any such
agreement requires consent to its termination to be given on behalf of
the Church, the ecumenical officer is authorised to give such consent.

The ecumenical officer shall be responsible for providing information to

the Conference and other bodies about ecumenical partnerships in

extended areas that do not require shared governance and for the
making of recommendations to the Conference on applications for the
designation of ecumenical areas under schemes involving partnership at
circuit level, and on proposals to give or revoke a direction under

Standing Orders 512 and 611, as to all of which the ecumenical officer

shall first obtain the report of the district Policy Committee.

The ecumenical officer shall compile a list of all new schemes approved

by the Synods under Standing Order 412(2) and of all sharing

agreements authorised by him or her, and shall ensure that they are
reported to the Conference.

The Synod has authority to establish ecumenical partnerships in
extended areas that do not require shared governance, to designate
local ecumenical partnerships within the District and to approve the
constitution of any of the latter such partnerships, such designation
being made where possible in conjunction with a Sponsoring Body on
which the Methodist Church is represented.

Ecumenical Relationships.
The committee (ie the District Policy Committee) shall:

(iv) be responsible for making recommendations to the ecumenical
officer on applications for sharing agreements under the terms of
the Sharing of Church Buildings Act 1969, or any legislation
amending or replacing that Act;

(v) be responsible for recommending to the Synod the establishment
of ecumenical partnerships in extended areas that do not require
shared governance, the designation of local ecumenical
partnerships and the approval of local constitutions, but only after
submitting each such constitution to the ecumenical officer and
the Faith and Order Committee and taking into account their
advice;

(vi) consider and report to the ecumenical officer on all applications
for the designation of ecumenical areas;

Two practical problems have been encountered in the calculation of how many
presbyters, deacons and lay persons each Synod should be asked to elect for the
following year's Conference. Firstly, the calculation has to be based on the numbers
of presbyters, deacons and lay persons among the ex officio members of the
Conference, and this is not always known with certainty a year in advance.
Secondly, the calculation is based on the respective membership figures for the
Districts, and these figures are now available more accurately every three years
rather than every year. The following two changes are therefore proposed to
Standing Order 105:

ADDITIONAL SECTION L: CYMRU

Synod Cymru now operates a single Circuit and work has been going on to draft
appropriate Standing Orders to cover this new arrangement. Further work will need
to be done in the forthcoming connexional year, particularly in the light of the
proposals for modified circuit constitutions in report 35 coming to this year’s
Conference.

For the moment, the following amendments to Standing Orders are proposed.
The Conference adopted the following as Resolution 34/15:
The Conference amends Standing Orders as follows:

SO 490 Definitions. (1) The work and witness of Yr Eglwys
Fethodistaidd yng Nghymru/The Methodist Church in Wales shall be
carried on in two Districts: Synod Cymru, comprising one Circuits working
mainly in the Welsh language, and the Wales Synod, comprising Circuits
working mainly in the English language.

(1A) Within Synod Cymru the one Circuit called Cylchdaith Cymru,
will be divided geographically into areas, each called an Ardal. The Local
Churches within an Ardal shall meet together from time to time as they
may agree.

The Chairs of the two Synods shall
consult on any issue of policy before them which affects the
Circuit/Ardal.

1. Since its report to the Methodist Council in April 2011 and the preparation of
the report for the Conference which can be found as item 13 in the Agenda,
the Epworth Press Interim Reference Group has been working to explore the
possibility of a ‘strategic alliance’ (Option 3) with a third party publisher as
recommended to the Conference by the Council. This has involved monitoring
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the impact of the recent marketing campaign, undertaking further market
research and having more detailed discussions with a third party publisher. In
the three months since that report for the April meeting of the Council was
prepared, the following factors have emerged.

In terms of sales, the promotional campaign launched in February led to a
noticeable increase in sales in February and March; however this tailed off
markedly in April and May when sales returned to a similar level as before.

Moreover, the overall level of sales remained at a relatively low level which
meant that the increase in sales barely covered the cost of the marketing
campaign itself (£4400).

In terms of marketing research, there were some problems in organising the
planned focus groups, but the in-depth interviews have identified a lack of
clarity in terms of the Epworth Press brand and different opinions as to which
market the books were aimed at.

Most significant were the meetings with a possible third-party publisher. At an
initial meeting there was much interest expressed in a collaborative approach
and recognition both of the opportunity (and challenge) to establish a clearer
brand for the Epworth Press and a different type of book focusing on the three
core objectives identified in the main Report (Agenda Item 13 paragraphs 16
and 17). At a subsequent meeting the Reference Group was able to exchange
more information about sales and titles with a view to identifying a model
(including structure, process and budget) as to how a new joint project might
proceed. However, after they had time to reflect on the information provided,
the publishers came back to the Group to say that their conclusion was that
the model was not economically viable; moreover they indicated that to break
even would require a sales volume which is some five times the annual sales
level of the bestselling Epworth titles currently available.

This came as disappointing news to the Reference Group, as the Group had
hoped that working alongside a publisher with similar objectives to the
Church’s own, and with experience of the market into which the Group wanted
to move, might have enabled a new and viable model for the Epworth Press.
However, quite clearly the professional judgement of prospective colleagues
was that this model, given the current state of Christian publishing, was not
economically viable.

Putting these three factors together, namely the continuing low level of sales,
the lack of clarity about brand recognition, and the clear response from those
with whom the Group had hoped to explore ways of working together, the clear
view of the Reference Group is that it can no longer recommend to the
Conference Option 3 (Strategic Alliance) as identified in the original report.

The Reference Group had already stated that it did not consider Option 1 (In-
house Provision) and Option 2 (Service Level Agreement) to be viable.

Option 1 would require investment in the necessary commissioning, editorial,
production, distribution and marketing infrastructure required to run a
publishing business, as this structure does not exist currently within the
Church; moreover this investment would be required for 18 months before
any prospect of return in terms of sales income, given the time-scale to bring a
book to market.

Option 2 would also require the Church to invest in a commissioning and
editorial structure, but then to buy in some of the production and distribution
services; in effect continuing with arrangements very similar to the present
ones but trying to make them work better. Given the history of substantial
losses which the Epworth Press has incurred in recent years and the current
reality which is that recent titles are simply unable to recover their production
costs, let alone meet editorial and marketing costs, we do not consider this to
be a realistic aim. For these reasons the Reference Group is unwilling to
recommend either of these options.

8. Having explored as best it can the possible options for keeping the Epworth
Press open to publishing new books, the Reference Group considers that none
of these options offers a viable model going into the future. Reluctantly, it now
considers that the only practical option is the last one in the original report,
Option 4 (Closure).

9. The Reference Group recoghises that this Option will involve some additional
work and costs (identified in the report) to close down the list, to sort out
contractual issues, and to ensure continued access to some specific backlist
titles by alternative means. It also recognises that this would bring to an end a
significant chapter in the history of the Methodist Church in terms of its
involvement in Christian publishing. However, given the current state of the
Christian book market and the anticipated costs and unlikely returns of future
investment in the Epworth Press, the Group considers that it would be
irresponsible to bring any other recommendation.

The Revd A Ward Jones was appointed Chair of the Bristol District in
1998 and has already fulfilled two extensions to this appointment. He
has indicated his willingness to serve for a further three years from 1
September 2012 and in the light of this, a consultation process has
taken place across the District. The process has offered Circuits and
United Areas, superintendents, District and Connexional officers and
ecumenical partners, the opportunity to reflect creatively on Ward’s
ministry and to consider whether a further (somewhat exceptional)
extension should be offered.

The feedback from the consultation gives an overwhelmingly positive
endorsement of Ward’s ministry in this role. Particular appreciation was
recorded for his leading of worship and his preaching; his leadership
skills, with a balance of strategy and vision; his chairing of Synod; his
ability to hold the District together in a time of considerable change; his
wider perspective on ministry through his ecumenical links which are
greatly valued by church leaders across the South West of England and
his links with the Korean Methodist Church, of which he is now an
Honorary Bishop in the Joong Ang Conference.

His leadership of change within the District, under the local heading of
Re-Shaping for Mission has allowed groups of Circuits/United Areas to
come together creatively without the need to conform to a ‘one size fits
all’ policy for realigning themselves. He has played a crucial role in the
difficult decisions surrounding the futures of both Methodist
International House and Wesley College, often at a high personal cost.
He has championed the cause of the District at Connexional level where
he is recognised as a man of ‘passion and integrity’.

Ward’s lengthy experience in the role of District Chair affords him the
insight to know that the role has changed dramatically since he was first
appointed. This means that some parts of the role have to be delegated
to other colleagues, which requires understanding by the District as a
whole. Despite the length of time in his role, Ward remains committed to
moving the District forward and is still excited by the potential
ecumenical training links and the development of the historical
Methodist sites in the District as bases for mission. To no degree, should
an extension to 2015 be seen as a way of Ward ‘serving out his time’.
He is a ‘man of God’ with ‘a big and burning heart’.
